Benefits to School: 
The Prep/ Year 1 playground is a wide expansive flat area with little natural shade provided. 
Existing playground equipment has often been too hot to use particularly in the summer 
months.  With the generosity of the Gambling Community Benefit Fund, the provision of an 
adequate shade cover over the adventure playground, now allows the students to use this 
equipment all year round, as well as provide protection to our young students from sun 
damage. This playground is currently used by 180 to 200 Prep and Year 1 students several 
times a day. An increase in enrolment is expected in 2008.  The provision of the shade cover 
allows students to utilise more areas of the playground with minimal disruption to student 
movements, a direct safety consideration.
