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About this Scholarship

Woodcrest State College is committed to inspiring students and is pleased to offer
scholarships to newly enrolled Year 7 students for 2024 students. These scholarships are
available to respectful and responsible young people prepared to demonstrate their
ingenuity, who will use the opportunity to thrive academically, socially and personally. The
scholarship will cover the cost of the Student Resource Scheme (SRS) for Year 7 and

provide the recipient with two sets of sports uniforms, and a school jacket.

Eligibility
Students who apply for a scholarship at Woodcrest State College must meet the criteria
stated below.

The successful scholarship recipient will demonstrate:

e Commitment to the pursuit of excellence reflected in their effort and dedication to
achieving their personal best

e Commitment to attendance and behaviour

e Commitment to the leadership and ambassadorial role that is implicit for all
scholarship recipients. This includes being a positive role model for students
through a commitment to their studies

e Commitment to being a positive representative of the college within the outside
community

e Support for all aspects of the Student Dress Code

e Support for all aspects of school life and a willingness to engage in the broad range
of opportunities and experiences offered at Woodcrest State College

e Commitment to the college’s values - Respect, Responsibility and Resilience.

Scholarships Expectations
Students applying for a Woodcrest State College Ingenuity scholarship should:

e Demonstrate achievement in academics according to their potential to achieve

e Demonstrate continued effort and a sustained commitment to improving their
academic performance

e Be prepared to participate in nominated school activities and events as notified

e Show support for the leadership role. This includes being a positive role model for
students and displaying school spirit

e Demonstrate an awareness of, and appreciation for all aspects of school life and
display a willingness to engage in the opportunities and experiences offered at
Woodcrest State College

e Commit to and uphold the college’s values.
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Parents or carers of students accepting a scholarship must be willing to:
e Provide support to school activities by volunteering to assist with events when
possible
e Be committed to the school values
e Support the student to ensure the above commitments are achieved.

Ingenuity Scholarships
Students applying for an Ingenuity Scholarship must demonstrate excellence in one of
more of the following areas of school life:

e Academic Excellence Scholarship - recipient/s would demonstrate excellence in
core subject areas — English, Humanities, Maths & Science

e Cultural Excellence Scholarship - recipient/s would demonstrate excellence in one
or more areas of The Arts e.g. Design, Music, Media, Visual Art, Dance, Drama)

e Sports Excellence Scholarship - recipient/s would demonstrate excellence in one or
more sporting areas.

How to apply?

Applicants are to complete the attached application package in their own handwriting, and
include two references from a current teacher, and/or sporting coach, and/or co-curricular
tutors.

Each application should be accompanied by the student’s most recent school report card,
and may also include a sample of school work, copies of certificates, or references.
