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STUDENT DRESS CODE

The Woodcrest State College community has chosen to adopt a Dress Code consisting of:

e A Woodcrest Branded full dress standard; and

e Items of clothing that comprise a school uniform for students that applies when:
o attending and representing the school;
o travelling to and from school; and
o engaging in school activities outside of school hours

The School Dress Code has purpose

e Our Dress Code contributes to a safe and supportive teaching and learning environment through:
o ready identification of students and non-students at school;
o fostering a sense of belonging;
o developing mutual respect among students by minimising visible evidence of economic or social
differences; and
o creating an understanding of what is expected when a student completes school.

e Our Dress Code reflects our school community ethos of:
o bringing divergent groups and individuals together as one identity;
o aspiring to excellence: the underlying approach for success at school;
o ameans for each and every student to have a strong sense of pride and belonging regardless of social
or economic difference that a dress standard conveys; and
o acknowledging that sufficient opportunity arises in social contexts outside of school where personal
and individual preferences can be exercised.
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VISUAL UNIFORM GUIDELINES

Uniform is to be worn in full — on the way to and from school.

P-12 SPORTS UNIFORM

Acceptable Year 6 Graduation Shirts and Year 12 Journey Shirts are accepted as part of the College uniform for
Sports Uniform days.

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OUTERWEAR (JUMPERS AND JACKETS)

Students wishing to wear a jumper or jacket are required to wear a Woodcrest State College branded jumper or jacket.
Hoodies are not acceptable and are not permitted

e College branded jumper or jacket
e College branded current year Senior Jacket (year 12 only)
e College branded bottle green blazer

HATS AND HEADWEAR

A hat is required to take part in activities in the sun, such as sport fixtures, HPE lessons, lunchtime play and excursions.

Acceptable Caps or bucket hats* that are Black with College logo and worn facing forward with the logo to the
front. Yellow Bucket hat with College logo for Prep students.

School caps must be worn facing forward. * prep only

* Headwear other than acceptable caps or bucket hats are not permitted
(e.g. beanies, bandanas, visors)
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JEWELLERY, MAKE UP & PIERCINGS

Acceptable \/ e Maximum of two piercings in the lobe of each ear
¢ Plain gold or silver studs up to (5mm in diameter) or plain gold or silver sleepers (up to 20mm in
diameter)
e Clear plastic piercing retainers
e Solid plugs for stretched piercings that match the colour of the wearer’s skin
e One watch (may need to be removed for WH&S reasons during certain activities)
e No visible necklaces and at times they may need to be removed for WH&S
e Light foundation make up
e Hair natural colour, neat and tidy and pulled back where necessary to comply with WH&S
e One signet style ring only

YEAR 10-12 FORMAL UNIFORM

Acceptable \/ e Full Formal uniform is to be worn on Mondays by Senior Secondary students (Year 10-12 only)
e College branded current year Senior Jacket (year 12 only)
e Year 12 Journey Student shirts are not accepted on Formal Uniform days
e Leggings and black stockings may be worn under skirts and shorts

manual arts or hospitality workshops, students must have appropriate footwear which complies with workplace health
and safety requirements.

All-black leather or vinyl sports shoes with no visible brand names
